. This product must only be installed by a licensed electrical contractor or other persons authorised by
legislation to work on the fixed wiring of any electrical installation.

. The supply circuit must be turned off, locked and tagged before wiring the 30USBCM.

. The USB module must be connected to a supply circuit protected by an appropriate isolating device.

. Do not attempt to disassemble the module. There are no user serviceable parts inside.

. The 30USBCM is for indoor use only.

Failure to follow these instructions will result in death, serious injury or equipment damage.

NOTICE

HAZARD OF EQUIPMENT DAMAGE

. The 30USB Charging Module is designed for charging batteries in rechargeable USB devices only. Any other
application can damage the module or the attached equipment.

. Never insert anything except a USB cable plug in the module aperture. In the event of a short-circuit condition,
the fuse inside the module will blow and the module will be rendered inoperative.

. The module must not be connected to any load in excess of the rated value of 6 Watts. A high quality USB
cable must be used for best results. Avoid using any USB cable longer than 40cm.

. The module is not meant to provide power to operate electronic devices. Do not plug USB flash drives or
disk drives into the USB Charging Module.

. Do not Megger Test a circuit that has one or more 30USBCM modules installed. The module contains
electronics that will make Megger readings difficult to interpret. The Megger Test Warning Label (supplied
with the charging module) must be placed near the isolating device that controls the supply circuit.

Failure to follow these instructions can result in equipment damage.

General Installation Notes

A. The 30USBCM must be inserted into the empty aperture after all wiring has been completed. Some of the terminal
screws are not accessible once the 30USBCM has been inserted.

B. The fly leads from the 30USBCM are Active (Red) and Neutral (Black). During installation they must be wired to
the correct line from the Mains supply.

C. There are mechanical compatibility constraints on the mounting hardware for twin sockets with 30USBCM - refer
to the table on next page for details.

Fitting into Twin Sockets

1. Twist or crimp the Mains active with the active wire (red) on the 30USBCM and terminate into the appropriate
terminal on the twin socket.

. Twist or crimp the Mains neutral with the neutral wire (black) on the 30USBCM and terminate into the appropriate
terminal on the twin socket.

. Terminate the mains earth into the earth terminal on the twin socket.
. Clip the plastic adaptor for 30USBCM onto the front of the 30USBCM.

. Insert the 3B0USBCM with adaptor into the extra switch aperture on the twin socket noting the correct orientation of
the 30USBCM as per the following diagrams.

1. 30USBCM with standard clip into twin
socket 2025 / C2025.

2. 30USBCM with new clip into twin socket
4025 / Z4025.
